The County of Carleton Law Association’s Terms of Service

This document outlines the terms on which you may access and use the County of Carleton Law Association’s services. Description of Service
The CCLA offers legal information, news and updates to those working in the legal profession. 
It also offers an online service to enable users to view and register for on-going legal educational programs such as conferences and seminars (“Event Registration Service”). 

USer Eligibility

The CCLA’s Event Registration Service is not available to minors under the age of 18 or to any users suspended or removed from the system by the CCLA for any reason. If you do not qualify, you may not use the CCLA’s Event Registration Service.

Use of Service

Your use of the CCLA’s Event Registration Service and website is governed by the Terms of Service. The CCLA may refuse service with or without prior notice to any user for any or no reason.

You are responsible for maintaining the confidentiality of your password and account (if applicable) and are fully responsible for all activities that occur under your password or account with or without your knowledge. You are also responsible for the input of all your information. Termination

You agree that the CCLA may, with or without cause, terminate your CCLA account (if applicable) and access to Event Registration Service without prior notice.
